POPPY NAME TAG FOR A. V. QUILT GUILD Supplies: 

4 1/2 ipch square of background fabric (light color) 

4 1/2 inch x 2 1/2 inch square of fabric or Aida cloth for name portion scraps of fabrics in oranges, greens (poppy colors) 

Of the green you will need : 5 I x 8 inch strips 

I 5 1/2 x 7 piece for back of name tag 

Batting cut to size needed for your name tag 

Black embroidery floss for french knots Green embroidery floss for your name 

1) Cut out poppy pattern. (cut it 1/4 inch larger than pattern to turn under. Use freezer paper. Applique' to 4 1/2 inch square background fabric. 

using black floss, make french knots around flower petals as you wish. 

2) Using green floss, cross stitch or embroider your name (large enough to see) to 4 1/2 x2 1/4 piece of fabric or Aida cloth. 

3) With your name on top, sew one green strip to bottom of name and add poppy to the bottom of that green strip. 

4) Then sew green stri to top and bottom and sides. 

5) Lay right sides together of front and background fabric, place batting on top. Sew all around leaving opening on bottom to turn. Turn and hand stitch closed."Another idea would be to Use binding instead of turning. 

Quilt and embelish as desired; Add pins or buttons, make it your own.
