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Materials:

Fabric scraps: green, medium orange, yeliow

and a background color (blue works very well) BLOCK DIAGRAM
4"x3" piece of thin batting AND

4"x3" piece of backing fabric

Thread for piecing and quilting COLOR PLACEMENT
Small sharp scissors CHART

Ruler ARE ON THE

Rotary cutter and mat BACK OF THIS PAGE

Pin back
Erabroidery floss, dimensional paint or fabric marker
Glue (optional)
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Directions:
This block is paper-foundation pieced. If you are unfamiliar with this tectmigue, please
consulf a book, such as Beautiful Foundation-Pieced Quilt Blocks, by Mary Jo Hiney.

Feel free to add borders, if you want a larger name-tag.

1 Trace or copy the black diagram onto a piece of white paper. Trim excess paper o 1/2".
Set stitch length very short, Using the short stitch length perforates the paper and
makes the seams strong enough to withstand some tugging.

2. You will sew on the printed side of the foundation and place the fabrics on the blank
side. Hold the foundation up fo a light source to check placement of fabrics. Consult
the color placement chart fo determine piece color. Be scrappy and use several shade of
each color to ad interest to the block.

3. Beginning with pieces 1 & 2, sew pieces in numerical order. The arrow by each piece
number points to the seam for that piece. 8e sure o extend each seam a few stitches
beyond the printed line. Seams that end at the block edge should be continued af least
1/4" further. -

4, Finger press each seam open. Periodically, press with an iron. Trim each seam allowance
fo 1/4".

5. Remember to use enough fabric on edge pieces To cover paper margin around block.

6. Press completed block and trim margin to 1/4", using rotary cutter and ruler.

7. Remove paper foundation. Use scissors points, a stiletto or a needle to dig out small
areas. Take a few minutes to police your block, snipping threads and trimming bulk.

8. You may add your nome at this point with fabric markers or embroidery or wait until
after quilting.

9. Layer the block with back and batt, then quilt.

10. Make a 174" binding with your yellow fabric.

11. Sew or glue on pin back.

12. Add your name with dimensional fabric paint.
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
