2007 AVQA QUILT SHOW ENTRY RULES

1.
Quilts or wearable art may be entered for judging or for exhibition.

2.
Quilts or wearable art judged in previous AVQA shows cannot be entered again, except by invitation or for exhibition only.
 .
3.
Entrant must be the maker of the entry to be judged.
4.
Multiple entries by the same entrant will be hung as space permits.
5.
Youth quilters (18 and under) who are members may enter quilts to be judged in the youth category.
6.
Each quilt or wearable art entry requires a separate entry form. A photograph must be attached to the entry form.  The photograph(s) may be of a quilt in progress (unfinished).  Photo(s) will be taken at the April meeting during the break for a donation of $1.00
7.
DEADLINE FOR REGISTRATION IS THURSDAY, APRIL 12th at the GUILD MEETING.   The entry forms will be published in the April newsletter and may be reproduced.  Forms will also be available at guild meetings.  NO ENTRIES WILL BE ACCEPTED AFTER APRIL 12TH.

8.
Quilts, wearable art and home decor items must be finished, clean and free of odors and pet hairs.
9.
A four-inch sleeve is required on all quilts except miniatures and home decor.  Quilts wider than 110 inches cannot be hung on AVQA quilt stands unless folded and draped over the rod.

10.
All quilts should have a cloth label sewn on the back.  The entrant’s name and the quilt’s name should be included.  Names on the quilts will be covered during judging.
11.
Quilts should be delivered to the Eliopulos Pavilion at the Antelope Valley Fairgrounds at Avenue H and the 14 Freeway, on Friday, May 18, 2007, between the hours of noon and 5:30 p.m. only.  Receipts will be provided for each entry.
12.
The hall will be closed during the “take down” process to all except those who are working during the process.
13.
Quilts and wearable art may be picked up at the checkout station between 5:00 p.m. and 6:00 p.m. on Sunday May 20th 2007.  Bring your receipt. For security purposes, no entries may be removed from the hall without going through the checkout station.
